1. On the afternoon of the GCE O-Level results release day, you will
receive an email on your JAE eligibility. If you meet the eligibility criteria,
you will also receive Form A, containing the courses for which you

qualify to apply.

2. Use the JAE worksheet as a guide to choose up to 12 courses from
Form A. Make sure to list them in the order of your preference.

3. Submit your application through the JAE Internet System (JAE-IS) using
your Singpass during the application period.

4. Once you have successfully submitted your application, you will receive
a verification slip through the email address that you have provided in
the JAE-IS.
